	The Wrekin Hill is one of the most famous natural landmarks in the west Midlands and the easternmost point of the Shropshire Hills Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty. It is home to the largest area of woodland in the east of the county and contains a range of grass, heath and wetland habitats that make it highly prized for its diverse, and often rare, flora and fauna. The Wrekin is already a major focus for informal community recreation but much of it is centered around one entrance (The Forest Glen), where roadside parking predominates. There is an extensive ‘green network’ of routes for cyclists and walkers in the area but they are not widely used to visit The Wrekin ( even though they provide an excellent means of doing so. 

To raise awareness of alternative ways to visit the area, we would like to devise a cycle route highlighting the natural heritage of the hill and its environs: The Wild Wrekin Trail. To do this, we would employ a project officer (for 18 hours a week on a nine-month contract) to produce a 20-page interpretation booklet introducing local people to the flora and fauna that can be seen from the saddle on a circular trip along the minor roads around The Wrekin Hill. An initial print run of five thousand booklets will be distributed free to local residents, public libraries, schools and tourist information centres, while an electronic copy of the publication will also be made available from our website (www.wellingtonla21.org.uk/discover). We would support this process by producing publicity boards for use at local events, while the project officer would also be responsible for organising a number of community events to promote the trail.  

A general lack of information about The Wrekin has long been regarded as a problem by sightseers, and a Shropshire Wildlife Trust visitor survey has suggested around 80% of respondents would like to know more of its ecology. We believe our project would help to meet this need, providing local people with knowledge of the tremendous biodiversity that exists around The Wrekin and its neighbouring communities. To support this process, we would convene a ‘focus group’, comprising members of local organisations and interested individuals, to help us devise the trail — by suggesting information they would like included in the booklet and providing us with feedback as the project unfolds.

We believe there is a pressing local need for our scheme. Shropshire Wildlife Trust has estimated that around nine of every ten trips to The Wrekin are made by car, and high levels of roadside parking are now formally recognised as a major concern for The Wrekin Hills as a whole. As such, the official Shropshire Hills AONB Partnership management plan for the area places a firm emphasis on promoting local sustainable transport options as part of the long-term solution to the problem. A recent study conducted by the University of Central Lancashire for the partnership has recommended that our group (which has been active in this area for sometime and managed several existing projects) should be supported in developing new cycle trails as part of a wider strategy for remedying these issues. As such, we want to encourage local people to leave their cars at home and explore The Wrekin Hills by bike. If current levels of car use in the area persist, cycling and walking may become less attractive options, so it is imperative there is a greater take-up of these activities in the near future. We feel an awareness-raising project such as ours is an important part of ensuring that this happens.
