	The New Works Wildlife project aims to establish a local wildlife group to carry out ecological surveys, practical conservation, promote biodiversity learning and the positive appreciation of the natural environment. The 2 year project will be lead by Shropshire Wildlife Trust, engage local people and make a lasting positive impact on the natural environment of the open countryside to the west of urban Telford. 
Meeting wildlife activities - Supported by Shropshire Wildlife Trust staff the group’s activities will include  the following fun sessions: family bug hunts, pond dipping, tree ID [ summer and winter], bat walks, fungi forays, newt surveys, plant recognition sessions, bird watching, spring flora rambles, bio blitz days, hedge row surveys and small mammal live trapping. 

Helping wildlife - The New Works Wildlife project will also seek opportunities to carry out practical works to enhance local wildlife habitats, these hands on conservation activities we hope will include hedge planting, tree planting, fencing , scrub clearance, installing barn owl, bat, bird and small mammal nest boxes and designing interpretation for local sites. 

The Project area - The New Works Wildlife project will be active in the area shown in the attached map and will include [ if the necessary permissions are granted] the following sites: 

Newdale Pitmound and dingle, Ketley Brook, New Works Wood Scheduled Ancient Monument , St John’s Wood, Smalley Hill, Moreton Coppice and pool Wildlife Site, Lydebrook Dingle SSSI, Coalmoor DP nature reserve, Leasowes Farm Wildlife Site, Short Wood Wildlife Site, Stoney Hill Wildlife Site, Lightmoor Wildlife Site, Buildwas nature reserve and field studies centre, and the Devils Dingle Wildlife Site. 

The project will also look for opportunities to enhance ecological connections through habitats such as hedges and waterways. 

Landscape context  – Shropshire Wildlife Trust supports a number of landscape scale projects in the Shropshire County and Telford and Wrekin UA areas. The New Works Wildlife project lies mainly in the Trusts Wrekin Forest Living Landscape area. A project officer is employed part time to support nature conservation activities in the Wrekin Forest. Currently this post is part-funded by a European funding stream known as LEADER, which is administered by the Shropshire Hills Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty Partnership. The New Works Wildlife Project is viewed as a natural extension of current activities in the open countryside to the west of urban Telford to promote the protection and enhancement of biodiversity. 

Engaging the community - The projects key aim is to set up a community based wildlife group, to do this a programme of taster events will be scheduled and promoted to our target communities of New Works, Lawley, Little Wenlock, Arleston, Newdale, Horsehay, Lightmoor and Buildwas. The group will be established with the intention of identifying a long term steering group from the developing membership who could form a sustainable core to carry the group beyond the life span of the project. 

Project outcomes – 

· The project will aim to support a minimum of 10 biodiversity events per annum 

· The project aims to support and deliver 10 practical conservation days per annum to carry out small scale tasks to contribute positively to local wildlife habitat management.

· The project aims to collect biological records of plant and animal species found in the project area to help update wildlife data held by the Trust and the local authority. 

· The project will aim to support and inspire participants to undertake their own wildlife projects and surveys. 

· The project will invite local experts to lead walks, talks and other informal sessions so they can share their expertise and knowledge with participants.

Who will do this? – The New Works Wildlife project will be co-ordinated and delivered by an officer [ 3 days per week part time] of Shropshire Wildlife Trust. The officer will be based at the Trusts Shrewsbury office and receive the usual support of the Trust team to deliver the project. 

When do we aim to start and finish? – January 2012 to finish January 2014.

What is the evidence of need? – Many of the locations within the project area have a history of industrial use, including land fill sites, mineral exploration and quarrying. The landscape has been restored but is under threat of permanent loss through development. Conversely new communities are being built and the new residents need to be welcomed and helped to explore their new wildlife neighbourhood. The project area also includes a number of dynamic land use locations that may provide opportunities for active nature conservation action - for instance:

· The Ironstone development in Lawley is only three years into a twenty year programme of house building, this burgeoning community would need opportunities to find out about its local green spaces. 

· The UK Coal Huntington Lane SMS will ultimately enter its restoration phase and an empowered local wildlife group could possibly have a role supporting nature conservation initiatives beyond the boundaries of the operational site that link creatively with the formal restoration process within.

· Coalmoor DP has been restored for the benefit of nature conservation, long term needs will include biodiversity monitoring and sensitive site management this might be another opportunity for a community based group to help out.

· Residents of the currently growing Lightmoor Village development have approached the Trust and the Severn Gorge Countryside Trust for assistance to establish a wildlife group. 

· The Devils Dingle has long been a venue for nature conservation volunteering and this 100 acre site continues to create opportunities for wildlife spotting and practical habitat creation through a partnership with EON [ the Ironbridge Power Station operators]. 

· Smalley Hill is a restored landfill site owned by Veolia Environmental, it is home to Biodiversity Action Plan species such as Skylark and Reed bunting. Smalley Hill is an area of rough grassland , woodland and pools close to the heart of New Works hamlet. In exploratory talks Veolia managers have been very positive about the potential for wildlife related projects on their site.

	The New Works Wildlife projects core aim is to establish a community lead wildlife group. We will try to identify and support participating individuals who could form a steering committee charged with developing the group and in the long term becoming a constituted local wildlife group. The Trust has expertise in setting up and supporting such groups across Shropshire.
