	The proposal is to install a 10kW solar PV system on the rear roof of Little Wenlock Village Hall, that will generate ‘green energy’ and ongoing income for community use
Community need: Both the Village Hall and Playing Field are aging and requiring increasing demands on local fund raising; bills for decorating the hall, sanding the floor and re-varnishing, plus repairs to the play surface alone during this year have amounted to over £8000. Whilst annual costs of various licences, electrical and maintenance checks now exceed what can be raised by the hire of the hall.

Sustainability long term / environmental, economic and community benefits:
This project would convert money arising from coal extraction into a ‘green’ carbon free energy supply giving an income of around £3,200 in year one, and continuing income to the community for 25 years, index linked, Government guaranteed.

It will also serve as a demonstration for public information on solar PV, as there will be a display in the Village Hall showing units generated, income earned and carbon saved in real time.

The income is from the Feed-in-Tariff (FIT), currently 37.8p per unit generated, and the Export Tariff of 3.1p per unit paid on half the units generated, (these assumed to be exported to the grid).  There will also be reductions in the normal Village Hall electricity bills due to reduced daytime demand when the system is generating.

The income from the scheme will be a valuable contribution to the community and will be channelled through the focal point of the Village Hall back into the community.

The income will be paid on a 3 monthly basis by our power company and kept in a separate account. The performance and income from the panels will be reported at each AGM, and proposals invited for the use of the income accrued.
Proposals may be from community groups that use the hall, other local groups, the Village Hall and Playing Field itself or individuals (eg: renewable energy installations). The AGM is advertised and open to all members of the community, and any proposals would be voted on by those present.

In addition the eleven regular hall user groups will benefit from less pressure for increased hire fees.

The project has the support of Little Wenlock Village Hall and Playing Field Committee, Little Wenlock Parish Councillors, and Little Wenlock Carbon Reduction Group.

If Planning Permission is required, this will be sought, at village hall expense, as soon as HLC Trust Fund approval is given. 
We are advised by Building Control that a Building Regulations application will not be required if BERR MIS 3002 is held by the installer.

Timescale: Lead time for the installers may be 6/8 weeks or more from order, and installation would take one week. The current rate of Feed-in-Tariff is only guaranteed for projects installed by March 2012. The project is therefore time critical, and to meet this deadline we would need the go ahead well before the end of 2011.
Visual  Impact: the panels will be installed on the rear roof, and therefore not visible from the road. Neither will they be of significant visual impact to neighbours to the rear of the hall or beyond, as the hall is on higher ground.
Other social, environmental and economic impacts will be positive.



	Q 1.3  What arrangements are being made to ensure the long-term sustainability of the project (if applicable)?


	The first quotation we have is from a well established company fully accredited by MCS and REAL Assurance Scheme for doing this type of work.  They are contractors to County Councils and they have installed solar PV installations on at least one Village Hall in Herefordshire.  They  offer a 5 year warranty.  The panels have a projected life of 25 years.  The inverter has a projected life of around 10 years.  Income generated will cover any maintenance costs.  The FIT income is guaranteed index linked (to RPI) for 25 years
